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Sometimes subject specific resources can be very
helpful. As artists and designers it is crucial that
we have high standards for the work that we
make, and that we have a strong desire to grow in
our Christian faith. And we should seek to bring
together the work that we make and the faith that
we have in Christ, without compromising either
one.
